McClave School has analyzed NWEA, DIBELS, CMAS, PSAT, and SAT reading, math, and science scores, 

attendance data, staff and student data, and counselor consult logs. Based on these data results, 

McClave School has determined that all students experienced a drop in science and reading scores and 

an increased need for mental health services. Data has been disaggregated for students on free and 

reduced lunches, minority students, as well as middle school students. Data shows that the majority of 

minority students, along with those on free and reduced lunches, did not meet projected growth on 

state assessments when compared to the general student population. McClave School has also seen an 

increase in middle school student consultations with our school counselor. In selecting our 

evidence-based interventions, we focused on research-based approaches in order to respond to learning 

loss in reading and science scores and mental health needs of middle school students. McClave School 

will address learning loss through after school school tutoring, summer school, and project-based 

activities. Academic records, attendance data, assessment scores, and students surveys will be analyzed 

in order to measure the impact of our interventions on students’ academic, social, and behavioral needs.
